Question: My street wasn't plowed or salted, who do | contact

Answer: Most streets in the Village are plowed and
salted by the Public Works Department. However; there
are some that are maintained by the State, County,
Township or Townhome or Homeowners Association.
You can call the Public Works Department. and they will
direct you to the appropriate agency. 847-546-0962.

Question: Who'’s supposed to clear the sidewalks

Answer: It is the responsibility of each property owner to
remove the snow from ALL PUBLIC SIDEWALKS adja-
cent to their property.

Round Lake Village Code: 12.04.070 Snow on sidewalks.

The person occupying the ground floor of any building, the user of any lot without a
structure thereon, and the owner of any vacant building or other premises shall remove
the snow and ice accumulating on the abutting sidewalks within twenty-four (24) hours
after any snowfall has ceased. If snow or ice cannot be removed the surface shall be
sanded or otherwise treated to lessen the hazard for pedestrians until the climate
permits removal.

Question: But Can’t | be held liable if someone falls on a sidewalk that | cleared?

Answer: Individuals who shovel snow or ice from side-
walks are NOT liable for personal injuries allegedly
caused by the snowy or icy condition of the sidewalk
resulting from their shoveling unless their conduct is will-
ful or wanton. (Willful or wanton conduct means with an
actual intent to cause an injury or with a conscious disre-
gard for the safety of others. lllinois Compiled Statutes,
Chapter 745, Section 75/2.
